This week, Governor Branstad signed forty bills into law. A brief rundown follows. To get more insight on a
particular bill, visit https://www.legis.iowa.gov/ . From there, type SF for “senate file” and HF for “house file”,
followed by the number in the BILLS box...HF52 is shown as an example in the diagram below.
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Senate File 438: an Act relating to bidding and contracting for public improvement projects, making penalties
applicable, and including effective date and applicability provisions. This bill passed the lowa Senate on March 9,
26-21 and the lowa House on April 4, 57-41.

Senate File 413: an Act relating to statute-of-repose periods for improvements to real property and including
applicability provisions. This bill passed the lowa Senate on March 8, 32-16 and the lowa House on March 21, 57-

39.

House File 517: an Act relating to offensive and dangerous weapons, and the justifiable use of reasonable and
deadly force, including carrying, possessing, transferring, and acquiring weapons, the purchase and regulation of
such weapons, providing penalties, and including effective date and applicability provisions. This bill passed the
lowa Senate on April 4, 33-17 and the lowa House on April 6, 57-36.

Senate File 250: an Act establishing a notification requirement for mammogram reports to patients, and
including effective date provisions. This bill passed the lowa Senate on March 14, 49-0 and the lowa House on

April 4, 96-2.
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House File 475: an Act relating to the use of a straight wall cartridge rifle to hunt deer and including
penalties. This bill passed the lowa House on March 13, 96-0 and the lowa Senate on April 3, 49-0.

House File 568: an Act relating to pari-mutuel wagering, including horse and dog racing medication requirements
and the applicability of certain setoff procedures to advance deposit wagering operators and including effective
date provisions. This bill passed the lowa House on March 14, 93-0 and the lowa Senate on April 5, 50-0.

Senate File 373: an Act relating to service in the national guard and reserve components of the armed forces,
including applicability of reemployment protections, and military justice jurisdiction and statutes of

limitation. This bill passed the lowa Senate on March 8, 49-0 and the lowa House on April 4, 98-0.

Senate File 355: an Act relating to municipal utilities, by restricting the regulatory authority of the lowa Utilities
Board with regard to certain services, and authorizing city utilities to require deposits for gas or electric services
for residential rental properties. This bill passed the lowa Senate on March 9, 48-0 and the lowa House on April
3, 96-0.

House File 572: an Act relating to employment services programs administered by the Department of Workforce
Development by modifying the membership requirements and duties of the lowa Workforce Development Board
and authorizing the Department to carry out unemployment insurance systems modernization, making
appropriations, and including effective date provisions. This bill passed the lowa House on March 21, 88-9 and
the lowa Senate on April 3, 49-0.

House File 542: an Act relating to eligibility requirements for individuals claiming unemployment insurance
benefits in consecutive benefit years and including effective date provisions. This bill passed the lowa House on
March 20, 58-39 and the lowa Senate on April 4, 29-21.

House File 541: an Act relating to licensed real estate professionals and real estate disclosure statements. This
bill passed the lowa House on March 27, 98-0 and the lowa Senate on April 5, 50-0.

House File 533: an Act relating to disqualification from eligibility for unemployment benefits and including
effective date provisions. This bill passed the lowa House on March 20, 97-0 and the lowa Senate on April 4,
42-8.

House File 471: an Act relating to election precinct boundaries and consolidations. This bill passed the lowa
House on March 8, 97-1 and the lowa Senate on April 4, 43-7.

House File 441: an Act relating to the use of child labor in laundry occupations. This bill passed the lowa House
on March 20, 94-3 and the lowa Senate on April 4, 47-3.

House File 52: an Act relating to the criminal offense of interference with official acts and certain county-
provided bailiff services, and providing penalties. This bill passed the lowa House on March 7, 95-0 and the lowa
Senate on April 3, 49-0.
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House File 133: an Act relating to guardians ad litem, attorneys for minor children, child custody investigators,
and child and family reporters involved in child custody and visitation proceedings. This bill passed the lowa
House on February 14, 98-0 and the lowa Senate on April 3, 49-0.

House File 183: an Act relating to service of copies of court documents on certain persons relating to the receipt
of emergency protective services by a dependent adult. This bill passed the lowa House on February 14, 98-0 and
the lowa Senate on April 3, 49-0.

House File 202: an Act relating to the solid waste environmental management systems program and
beautification grants. The bill passed the lowa House on February 14, 98-0 and the lowa Senate on April 3, 49-0.

House File 218: an Act increasing the maximum allowable length for single trucks operated on the highways of
this state. This bill passed the lowa House on February 22, 99-0 and the lowa Senate on April 4, 50-0.

House File 241: an Act concerning the administration of the duties of the county Commissions of Veterans
Affairs. This bill passed the lowa House on February 22, 99-0 and the lowa Senate on April 6, 49-0.

House File 254: an Act relating to tagging requirements for deer carcasses and including penalties. This Heartsill
authored bill (HF36) passed the lowa House on February 14, 98-0 and the lowa Senate on April 6, 49-0.

House File 306: an Act relating to the requirements for nurse aide training and testing programs. This bill passed
the lowa House on March 14, 93-0 and the lowa Senate on April 4, 50-0.

House File 307: an Act relating to the procedures for granting a water works or sewer services franchise by a city
and including effective date provisions. This bill passed the lowa House on February 22, 99-0 and the lowa
Senate on April 3, 49-0.

House File 309: an Act relating to certificates of insurance, including penalties and effective date and applicability
provisions. This bill passed the lowa House on February 22, 99-0 and the lowa Senate on April 4, 50-0.

House File 467: an Act including law enforcement communications systems within the scope of state
communications included in the lowa Communications Network. This bill passed the lowa House on March 8, 99-
0 and the lowa Senate on April 3, 49-0.

House File 469: an Act relating to the election of commissioners of soil and water conservation districts. This bill
passed the lowa House on March 13, 95-0 and the lowa Senate on April 6, 49-0.

House File 488: an Act relating to non-substantive code corrections. This bill passed the lowa House on March
14, 91-2 and the lowa Senate on March 23, 47-0.

House File 511: an Act relating to the administration of the state forest nurseries. This bill passed the lowa
House on March 13, 95-0 and the lowa Senate on April 6, 49-0.
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House File 529: an Act providing for conformity with federal law relating to civil penalties for violations of the
state occupational safety and health law and including effective date provisions. This bill passed the lowa House
on March 13, 95-0 and the lowa Senate on April 3, 49-0.

House File 547: an Act relating to background investigations conducted by the Department of Human
Services. This bill passed the lowa House on March 14, 93-0 and the lowa Senate on April 3, 49-0.

House File 576: an Act relating to background investigations of individuals employed through temporary staffing
agencies with certain health care providers. This bill passed the lowa House on March 21, 97-0 and the lowa
Senate on April 6, 49-0.

House File 584: an Act concerning the duties of the Department of Veterans Affairs relative to veteran exposure
to Agent Orange. This bill passed the lowa House on March 14, 93-0 and the lowa Senate on April 6, 49-0.

House File 591: an Act relating to physician supervision of physician assistants, and including effective date and
retroactive applicability provisions. This bill passed the lowa House on March 15, 95-0 and the lowa Senate on

April 4, 50-0.

Senate File 230: an Act concerning payment of insurance premium costs by members and full-time employees of

the general assembly and including effective date and applicability provisions. This bill passed the lowa Senate
on February 13, 50-0 and the lowa House on April 4, 98-0.

Senate File 257: an Act relating to bass fishing in the state. This bill passed the lowa Senate on March 1, 50-0 and

the lowa House on April 3, 96-0.

Senate File 358: an Act relating to search warrants, by allowing an application for and the issuance of a search

warrant by electronic means, and allowing for the written inventory of any property seized to be filed with the
clerk of the district court, and including effective date provisions. This bill passed the lowa Senate on March 9,
48-0 and the lowa House on April 3, 96-0.

Senate File 439: an Act relating to the disposal or return of certain notices and certificates filed or recorded

during certain periods of time. This bill passed the lowa Senate on March 15, 49-0 and the lowa House on April 4,
98-0.

Senate File 462: an Act relating to the transfer of moneys collected by the Office of the Chief Information Officer

for furnishing certified abstracts of drivers’ operating records. This bill passed the lowa Senate on March 9, 48-0
and the lowa House on April 3, 96-0.

Senate File 472: an Act relating to snowmobile registration and use of moneys from the special snowmobile
fund. This bill passed the lowa Senate on March 13, 49-0 and the lowa House on April 3, 96-0.

Senate File 479: an Act relating to the performance of educational services by licensed dental hygienists. This bill

passed the lowa Senate on March 13, 49-0 and the lowa House on April 3, 96-0.
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Reforming Civil Asset Forfeiture

Civil asset forfeiture is a legal process that allows law enforcement officials to seize property suspected of having been
involved in certain criminal activity. Any property that has been used to facilitate a crime; furnished in an exchange that is
a crime; or the proceeds of a crime is subject to seizure and eventual forfeiture.

In fact, the owner of the property doesn’t even need to be guilty of a crime. Technically speaking, civil asset forfeiture
proceedings charge the property itself with criminal involvement.

Civil forfeiture is intended to provide law enforcement with a tool they can use to go after organized crime, specifically drug
traffickers. The justification for this practice is predicated on the grounds that it allows law enforcement to seize the assets
and ill-gotten gains of criminals and, in turn, use the property and proceeds to fight against other similar criminal activity.

For the most part, civil forfeiture laws have been very successful in cracking down on drug trafficking and other serious
organized crime. However, there have also been numerous cases, throughout the U.S., where civil forfeiture has been
employed in lesser degrees of suspected criminal activity.

Since the burden of proof for forfeiture of property is lower, the accused could be completely innocent and yet have
property forfeited without appropriate due process. In many of these low-profile cases, the legal cost to prove innocence
and reclaim seized property greatly exceeds the value of the property.

For example, if you are someone who has $1000 in cash seized because of suspected illegal activity, it is more than likely,
you will have far more than that invested in legal fees to prove your innocence and reclaim your property. This results in
many folks choosing not to fight it.

In this instance, the accused is essentially considered guilty until they are able to prove their innocence. That is a problem
in our criminal justice system. Earlier this week, | floor managed Senate File 446 in the lowa House to make necessary
changes to our civil asset forfeiture law in order to remedy this situation.

In summary, SF 446 does the following:
9 Prohibits forfeiture of seized property valued less than $5000, without a criminal conviction
9 For property valued above $5000, the standard of proof required for asset forfeiture is increased from
“preponderance of evidence” to “clear and convincing”
9 Requires a claimant to make a prima facie showing, which places the burden of proof on the prosecutor
9 Requires a proportionality review of the property that is to be forfeited
9 Requires law enforcement to document certain records related to asset forfeiture, creating more transparency

As someone who is a strong advocate for our men and women in law enforcement, | want to be clear that the intent of this
legislation is NOT to cast a negative light on our law enforcement agencies that conduct their duties with the utmost
professionalism. To be clear, | look for any opportunity to provide law enforcement with the constitutional tools that are
necessary to perform their duties with an emphasis on efficacy and safety.

At the same time, we must also ensure our laws are constructed in such a way that preserves and protects the
constitutional rights and civil liberties of our citizens, especially with regards to due process. SF 446 is a positive step
forward in striking that balance.

This legislation not only received near unanimous support in the lowa Legislature, it also enjoyed a broad base of
support from both sides of the political spectrum. | am proud to have played a role in moving it on to the Governor’s
desk for his consideration.

Therefore, separate refund claims must be
filed for invoices dated prior to July 1, 2017 as well as those dated on or after July 1, 2017.
